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BALANCED ON THE BRINK OF WISDOM...

President William Sinkford's column in the latest issue of UUWorld only takes up a page but it
speaks eloquently to two issues which have been pressing on my mind during my first week of
classes.

Sinkford writes, “I've always felt that Unitarian Universalism could have a unique role in the inter-
faith world, but the significance of this calling was made clear to me on September 11, 2001.” The
first thing President Sinkford did on 9/12 was visit the American Muslim Council to offer support.
What a gesture! While other Americans were writing angry songs, he had the vision to go stand
with those who might suffer from “our nation's emotional response.

9/11 is obviously on my mind because of the recent anniversary. But the main thrust of Sinkford's
article, “our unique role in the interfaith world,” is on my mind because | am going to school in the
interfaith world. 1 am going to a Christian seminary where 25% of the student body is Unitarian
Universalist (UU). Plus, Andover Newton shares its campus with Hebrew College (a Rabbinical
school). That is one of the reasons | chose Andover Newton: so | could learn how to live in
community with other faiths, especially Christianity.

Of course, that sounds odd, since | identify as a Christian! Actually, President Sinkford's article also
bears on what I'm trying to get at here. He writes, “We need to get over our Christian-phobia... [we]
have to be able to be in the presence of people for whom the Christian message is life-saving
Good News.”

Even at a school like Andover Newton, there is sometimes palpable tension between UUs and
Christians. Maybe the biggest lesson I'l learn here is how | can show my fellow UUs that "the heart
of the Gospel," as Sinkford notes, is simply “love God' and 'love thy neighbor as thyself” and show
my fellow Christians that “Unitarian Universalism explicitly affirms the wisdom of all the world’s
great faith traditions™--even Christianity.

But there are good signs too. After preaching class this morning, my professor and | spoke about
the recent shootings at Tennessee Valley UU Church. This former Baptist pastor told me how
impressed she was with the way we responded to that tragedy. She said, “It made me realize that
there is still good religion in the world.” And that is so very important to me, because | really believe
that good religion has the power to heal our broken world.

Our
most recent guests were Michael Dowd and Connie Barlow.

Michael and Connie arrived at UUCC on Wednesday afternoon
and quick as lightning hauled out presentation props, books,
DVDs, etc., from the van that has been their only home for six
years. After Michael's spellbinding presentation everything
disappeared back into the van with equal dispatch. Just minutes
later, all the accoutrements of an office on-the-go were hauled
into our guest bedroom.

For most of the next forty hours, we were bystanders as two
people deeply in love with the work they were doing and with
each other conducted their business. Wednesday night Michael

chatted with us for a while after Connie turned in. Thursday
night they both joined us for dinner and afterwards to watch
and critique the presidential candidates on TV. At the same
time that we felt an easy camaraderie in terms of outlook and
shared values with them, we found their single-minded
commitment to their work and their lifestyle almost
otherworldly.

No wonder
they themselves often refer back to it, chapter and verse, like
scripture.

Will their fire of commitment roar on as it does today? Won't
they feel the need to settle in a place or places eventually?
Who from new generations will take up their sacred mission?
Time will tell.

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WHAT IS THE COMMISSION ON APPRAISAL?

It's not really a “standing committee,” but it walks and talks like one.
The Commission on Appraisal (CoA) is charged to "review any
function or activity of the Unitarian Universalist Association (UUA)
which in its judgment will benefit from an independent review and
report its conclusions to a regular General Assembly." Here is their
mission statement.

“Grounded in the living tradition of our free and responsible faith,
yet charged with acting independently, the Commission’s mission is
to provoke deep reflection and to evoke timely, creative
transformation of Unitarian Universalism, our congregations, and
the Unitarian Universalist Association.”

The Commission on Appraisal has recently undertaken a review of
Article 1l of the bylaws of the Unitarian Universalist Association.
You can read and/or download a copy of the current bylaws at
<www.uua.org/aboutus/bylaws/index.shtml>.

Below is a message from the Commission to every Unitarian
Universalist:

The Commission will recommend changes in Article I, usually
referred to as “the Principles and Purposes” in the Association’s
By-Laws. We invite you to review the draft and comment on the
changes we are thinking of proposing. Article Il of the By-Laws
includes other important sections on the Sources of Unitarian
Universalism, Non-discrimination, and Freedom of Belief. A little
background as to how the Commission has come to recommend
these changes and planned timetable for the future of this review
process might also be helpful.

The By-Laws require that a review of Article Il take place every 15
years, and in 2006 the UUA's Board of Trustees asked the
Commission to consider conducting such a review. The
Commission is independent of the Board and any other entity of the
UUA, and our charge is to review any issue we consider to be

important to Unitarian Universalism. After conversation and
reflection, we decided to undertake the review of Article 1l. We
reached out to every UU congregation, held a number of
regional hearings—one each at General Assemblies in 2007
and 2008. We interviewed staff of the UUA, read sermons by
UU ministers, and consulted with many UU “identity groups.”
We interviewed many leading UU scholars, and received
dozens of unsolicited—but very welcome—e-mails, letters and
telephone calls. We devoted time between and during
meetings reviewing, compiling, organizing and reflecting on the
mass of data we received; and we developed a revision of
Article Il of the bylaws.

Now, it's your turn. Once again we are asking for your
assistance in engaging more voices in this process. Please
make every effort to circulate this as widely as possible. We
hope to hear from as many UUs as possible by October 16,
2008. You may send your response by letter addressed to the
Commission on Appraisal, 25 Beacon Street, Boston MA
02108. You can send a message to <coa@uua.org>. Or, you
can respond to the online survey at <www25.uua.org/coa>.

The time line for the rest of this process is:

October 16, 2008: Deadline for congregational and other
responses

October 23-26, 2008: CoA meets to consider responses

December 15, 2008: Final draft of our proposal sent to UUA
Board

June 24-28, 2009: General Assembly (GA). At GA the CoA will
hold a hearing, provide a written and verbal report,
and host a Mini-assembly. Delegates will vote on
preliminary approval (simple majority required).

June 23-27, 2010: General Assembly. 2/3 majority vote
required for adoption

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RELIGIOUS GROUNDING

From its very beginning, the precepts of our faith have had
significant political implications: “We need not think alike to love
alike”. Frances David, court preacher to Unitarian king, John
Sigismund, around 1568. Unitarians and their beliefs were a
major influence in the founding of the US npolitical system.
Universalists and their beliefs were a major influence on US
religion and culture.

Ours is a theology of engagement: we draw inspiration and truth
from experiencing each other and the world around us. In doing
S0 we necessarily witness both the beauty and brokenness of our
world. And that's why we’re here, because we have chosen to do
social justice work in the context of our religious community.

Being religiously grounded is key to effectiveness because it

helps you frame issues from an authentic, religious perspective,
and it helps you speak from a religious perspective when
necessary.

Unitarian  Universalist ~ congregations are  religious
communities, not secular activist organizations. Our primary

purpose is not achieving political goals—although that may be a

significant  activity—but rather building
meaning based on equality and justice.

relationships and

How the work is done is as important as the end goal of
promoting justice. If the justice work we do fails to build
community—or worse yet destroys it—then we will not have
served our congregations or Association well.

Utilize an appropriate, healthy process for decision making.
Any congregational activity or decision can be divisive if done
badly. The solution is not to avoid that activity or decision, but to
assess the process.

Engage in personal transformation. Our ability to create
social transformation is linked with our willingness to go through
personal transformation in the process. How can we expect the
world to change if we're not willing to?

Reflect on your actions. Educator and writer Paulo Friere,
author of Pedagogy of the Oppressed, argued that people learn
best from conversations with each other (rather than teacher to
student), and that only a small amount is learned from action, it
is the reflection on action that informs values and thus makes
the real difference.

Build Strong Relationships. The more we are in relationship
with each other, and approach social justice in ways that value
this relationship, the better off we'll be as a community. This
type of sharing, namely personal, ethical, emotional, spiritual,
and/or theological, is necessary both for effective justice work,
and for personal and congregational development.

By facilitating personal development and building relationships,
dialogue and reflection make social justice work more
sustainable both individually and as a congregation.
